Sub:  Implementation of Peripheral Ring Road- issue of approval for the construction of 

Peripheral Ring Road with several modifications-reg.,

Proposal:  

Vide Government Order Ref (1), administrative approval was issued fro the Peripheral Ring Road 

Phase -1 Project. Thereafter, vide Ref(2), the final notification for the land acquisition of 1810 acres 

18.5 guntas required for the construction of the proposed Peripheral Ring Road was issued. 

The overall estimation for the implementation of the project is 5800 Crores. Out of which, a total of 

Rs. 3870 crores has been earmarked for the implementation of the ITS. BDA has sought financial 

assistance from JICA for the implementation of the PRR with ITS system. Further, technical 

assistance has been sought from JICA for the implementation of ITS within Bangalore and Mysore 

Cities. 

The Government of Karnataka granted approval for the formation of a Committee under the 

Chairmanship of Deputy Chief Secretary to the Government for onward appointing the Directorate of 

Urban Land Transport as the Nodal Agency for the implementation of ITS system and to integrate the 

already constructed NICE road with the proposed PRR. 

Vide Ref (4), Government of Karnataka issued an Order dt: 11.07.2016 for revised estimate cost for 

implementation of Peripheral Ring Road project at a cost of Rs. 11950 Crores (including Rs. 8100 

Crores for land acquisition and Rs. 3850 Crore for implementation of Intelligent Transport System) 

and implementation of PRR project through the means of Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV). 

Vide Order Ref (5) dated: 06.12.2016, the GoK issued an approval for implementation of PRR under 

the provisions of Companies Act, 2013. 

Vide Order Ref(6) dated: 24.11.2018, the GoK approved the PRR as a project to be fully funded by 

the State Government with an amount of Rs. 1000 Crores for the year 2018-19, Rs. 2000 Crores for 
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the year 2019-20. Further, the remaining amount for the years 2022-23 to 2032-33 shall be included in 

the Annual Programme of works for which the funds shall be granted by the State Government. 

Vide Order Ref(7) dated: 03.10.2019, the compensation for the value of the land to be acquired for the 

construction of the road shall be as per the land Acquisition Act, 2013 and as per the directions of the 

Hon’ble High Court. The compensation shall be given as cash/in the forms of TDR to hand over the 

Government land required for the said project to SPV at free of cost; to provide equal compensation 

as per the guidelines for the land belonging to the Departments and Nigams and to prepare DPR. 

Since the cost of the land acquisition for this project is being provided by the Government in the form 

of loan, the loan shall be obtained from JICA. Further, SPV shall be responsible for repayment of the 

loan taken for the implementation of the project to JICA. These terms and conditions were discussed 

during the issue of the administrative approval for the project. 

Vide Ref (8), Government Order was issued on 24.12.2019 with a condition that out of the total 

project cost of Rs. 5616.41 Crores; 16% of the cost shall be given to the State Government Urban 

Development Department. And the remaining 84% of the cost shall be obtained from JICA in the 

form of loan in 3 stages during which the land acquisition shall be carried out in 3 phases along with 

submission of DPR to the Government for approval. 

Vide Ref (9), Government Order was issued on 01.01.2020 as per which about Rs. 10000.00 Lakhs 

were released in the form of loan as per the estimations of FY-2019-20 which has been allocated for 

the land acquisition for PRR implementation. 

Vide letter Ref (10) dated 07.06.2021, the Commissioner, BDA vide letter dated 08.04.2021 

submitted a proposal to the Government to implement the PPP as per the Swiss Challenge Model and 

to take necessary action as discussed in the Development Authority Committee Meeting held on 

23.02.2021. Meanwhile, the IOTC Groups expressed their interest in the implementation of PRR and 

submitted a detailed proposal. The Government vide letter dated 01.04.2021 informed to place the 

subject in this regard in its upcoming Board Meeting. 

Further, the proposal was placed in the Board meeting held on 17.05.2021 with the Subject No. 

44/2021, it was recommended that; though two companies had expressed their interest in 

implementation of PRR as per the Swiss Challenge Model, it was decided that it is not possible to 

implement PRR as per Swiss Challenge Model and hence it was instructed to BDA to invite tender for 

implementing the project under the provisions of PPP (DBFOT) Model which is inclusive of the Land 

acquisition Cost. Further, it was also discussed to exclude SPV as there is no provision for land 

acquisition for SPV. In view of this, the implementation of the project was delayed and a request for 

issue of approval was submitted for inviting tender in this regard excluding SPV. 

Keeping in view of the above and the BDA Commissioner letter dated 07.06.2021, upon detailed 

discussion, the Government issued the administrative approval for the project which is as follows; 

Government Order No: UDD 214 MNJ 2018, Bangalore Dated: 21.02.2022 

In view of the above discussions, the Government has approved the implementation of the project for 

the construction of Bangalore Peripheral Ring Road with a total area of 2567-22.5 acres as per the 

following conditions; 

(1) Implementation of PRR as a fully funded project (inclusive of land acquisition and 

construction management and operation cost) by the concessionaire on PPP-DBFOT (Public Private 

Partnership-Design, Construction, Finance, Management and Transfer) model. 
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(2) Issue of notification for construction of PRR with several changes including demarcation of land 

required for the Missing Links, Toll Plaza, Shigehalli and Petronet Pipeline 20 Alternative Alignment, 

Nice Integration and cloverleafs. 

(3) the Land acquisition will be carried out as per the BDA Act, 1976 (as per the provisions of Land 

Acquisition Act, 1894). The land acquisition activities and compensation process will be carried out 

as per the Judgement of the Hon’ble Supreme Court or as decided by the Cabinet Ministry during 

Land Acquisition process. BDA shall acquire the land by providing compensation to the land owners 

from the amount deposited in the BDA’s ESCRO Account. 

(4) Inviting tenders on the basis of PPP model and selecting concessionaires on revenue sharing basis 

with Bangalore Development Authority; 

(5) To lease the said road for a period of 50 years and the concessionaire to share the revenue with the 

Bangalore Development Authority for a period of 50 years.
