Note for data users
The primary objective of the CMS: Telecom survey is to collect comprehensive information on the usage and ownership of mobile phones and internet services among individuals. The survey aims to capture key indicators such as mobile ownership, frequency of internet usage, types of devices used to access the internet etc. 
Additionally, it captures data on individuals’ ability to perform online activities such as banking and purchasing goods, as well as their proficiency in executing specific ICT-related skills. At the household level, the survey collects information on the availability of assets and services related to mobile and internet connectivity, including landline telephones and internet connections through optical fiber cables.
The following major indicators are generated from Comprehensive Modular Survey – Telecom:
· Use of mobile phone
· Ownership of mobile phone
· Use of internet 
· Ability to perform or execution of various ITC skills
· Household with internet facility 
· Possession of landline, mobile, optical fiber connectivity
In this survey too, like all other NSS surveys, information on household characteristics e.g., social group, religion, monthly consumption expenditure, etc. along with demographic particulars of household members, namely, age, gender etc. has been collected to check the consistency of the data. Hence, the users of the unit level data of CMS-T are advised to generate estimates keeping in view the objective of the survey, and not to generate any estimates solely based on the auxiliary variables.
