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BENGALURU NORTH CITY CORPORATION BUDGET 2026-27

Honourable Deputy Chief Minister, Ministers, Members of Parliament,
Legislators, and the informed citizens of Bengaluru,

I, Pommala Sunil Kumar, Commissioner of Bengaluru North City Corporation,
am presenting before you the revised estimates for 2025-26 and the budget
estimates for 2026-27.

Bengaluru North City Corporation is making sincere efforts to provide citizens with
better basic infrastructure and opportunities for a meaningful life. Under the
leadership of the esteemed Chief Minister of Karnataka, Sri Siddaramaiah, and with
the able guidance of the Deputy Chief Minister and Minister for Urban Development
of the State, Sri D.K. Shivakumar, the 2026-27 budget of the Corporation has been
prepared with advice from the Additional Chief Secretary of the Urban Development
Department, Sri Tushar Girinath, and the Administrator of the Corporation, Sri
Maheshwar Rao.

I express my gratitude to all the honourable ministers, legislators, representatives,
officers, staff, non-governmental organizations, citizens, citizen forums,
associations, and media friends who provided their invaluable suggestions in the
preparation of this budget. I specially acknowledge the efforts of the Corporation’s
budget team who worked alongside me in this task and remember the civic
employees who render immense service to Bengaluru city.

Bengaluru city, developed under the visionary leadership of Nadaprabhu Sri
Kempegowda, has grown rapidly, leading to the creation of Bengaluru North City
Corporation. Similarly, the North City Corporation, part of Greater Bengaluru,
which has received international recognition, is a result of Nadaprabhu Sri
Kempegowda’s administration, and it is our duty to remember him.

The administration of Bengaluru Municipality began on March 27, 1862, with nine
citizens’ committees under the 1850 City Improvement Act. In 1881, it was divided
into two autonomous bodies: Bengaluru City Municipality (urban area) and Military
Station Municipality (Cantonment area), and concepts of property tax and elected
members were introduced.
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In 2006-07, then Bengaluru City Corporation was merged with seven surrounding
City councils, one municipal council, and 110 villages to form the “Bruhat
Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike” (BBMP), which officially came into existence on
January 16, 2007.

As Bengaluru city grew, administrative challenges increased. To ensure unity,
coordination, and citizen-centric governance in urban administration, and to
facilitate integrated planning, coordinated implementation, and effective supervision
of citizen-related institutions, the Government of Karnataka enacted the Greater
Bengaluru Administration Act, 2024, and established the Greater Bengaluru
Authority (GBA). Additionally, five city corporations were created for effective
local governance and enhanced citizen participation.

After the formation of Greater Bengaluru Authority and the five city corporations,
the Byatarayanapura Pulakeshinagar, Sarvagnanagar, Hebbal, Yelahanka Assembly
constituencies, and parts of Rajarajeshwari Nagar and Dasarahalli Assembly
constituencies fall under the jurisdiction of Bengaluru North City Corporation.
Yelahanka in North Bengaluru is a historic area with over 500 years of Paleyagara
history. This region, once ruled by the ancestors of Nadaprabhu Kempegowda, was
a key administrative centre before Bengaluru was established in 1537. From the
llayapakam of the Chola period and Elahakka of the Hoysala period, it became
known as Yelahanka. Currently, Jakkur Airport is located here, famous for
international aviation exhibitions.

T. Dasarahalli (Thotadasarahalli) is also a part of North Bengaluru, where Kannada
inscriptions from the 8th to 10th centuries have been found. Historically, Dasarahalli
is associated with devotees or saints.

The reorganization includes 72 wards covering an area of 158 sq. km, with a
population of 1,789,184. The Corporation has 2,545.65 km of ward roads, 333.60
km of arterial and sub-arterial roads, 92.91 km of primary drains, 82.59 km of
secondary drains, 36 lakes, 336 parks, 74 playgrounds, 23 community halls, 87
Corporation buildings, and 26 cremation grounds, burial sites within its jurisdiction.
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For the past seven months, we have been making sincere efforts to deliver services
in line with citizens’ high expectations. Keeping in mind the comprehensive
development of the Corporation in the coming year, | am presenting the 2026-27
budget before you.

REVENUE
“Every expenditure in rupees is determined based on the income it generates”

1. The Bengaluru North City Corporation covers 7 assembly constituencies, and for
the fiscal year 2026-27, property tax revenue of I826.25 crore is expected.
Accordingly, from currently active mutation applications, about 2% from Stamp
Duty is expected to yield ¥40.00 crore, and higher revenue is expected from new
account approval applications.

2. In the fiscal year 2026-27, a total of 397.15 crore is expected from PSUs and
development charges under single plots. From the revision of property tax, 330.87
crore is expected. Including all the above factors, a total property tax/income target
of approximately 3128.02 crore has been set.

3. A Geographic Information System (GIS)-based e-account property tax system will
be implemented.

4. The process of converting properties registered in B-Register into A-Khatha
properties is underway, and for 2026-27, revenue of approximately X680 crore is
expected.

5. Steps will be taken to digitize property records within the Bengaluru North City
Corporation jurisdiction.

6. Additional revenue is expected from property tax revision of buildings in
Bengaluru North City Corporation using GPS and drone imagery.
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7. E-Khatha software has been developed to assist in automatic account transfers.
This will enable citizens to access services online conveniently.

8. Following the example of the Dishank application of the Revenue Department,
steps have been taken to provide Geographic Information System (GPS) access to
citizens in North Bengaluru, helping them quickly identify their properties.

FINANCE AND ACCOUNTS
“The development of a society depends on efficient financial management”

9. The newly established Bengaluru North City Corporation aims to manage all
revenue and payments entirely online while providing fast services to citizens
through technology. In this context, various receipts of the corporation have already
been integrated with banks through host-to-host coordination, and receipts are being
processed online with real-time recording of transactions. In the coming days, all
payments will be managed transparently online.

10. Direct Benefit Transfers are planned for eligible beneficiaries of welfare schemes
within Bengaluru North City Corporation.

11. An Audit Cell will be established to take prompt action regarding objections and
recoveries from audit observations.

12. Bengaluru North City Corporation expects grants of 325.00 crores from the 15th
Finance Commission, X128.29 crore from the 16th Finance Commission, and
%429.27 crore from special basic infrastructure grants.
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ADVERTISEMENT

13. To ensure transparent and regulated installation of commercial and self-ads
within the corporation limits, the Greater Bengaluru Area (Advertisement) Rules-
2025 came into effect in 2025-26. Advertisers can acquire the right to display
commercial ads through public auction (tender). Participation in public auctions
requires an advertisement license. A one-time opportunity (OTO) has been provided
to convert currently permitted self-advertisements into commercial advertisement
boards.

14. A new advertisement tender process is underway within Bengaluru North City
Corporation, and it is expected to collect approximately X1.25 crore in license fees.

15. To control unauthorized advertisements, the rules stipulate payment of a penalty
of twice the tendered amount and allow for filing criminal cases against those
installing unauthorized ads as per the Greater Bengaluru Area (Advertisement)
Rules-2025.

16. With the implementation of these new advertisement rules, Bengaluru North City

Corporation expects to collect approximately X108 crore in advertisement revenue
in the fiscal year 2026-27.

LAND ACQUISITION and E-DRC/ E-TDR

17. Land acquisition is essential for the proper implementation of municipal
infrastructure projects. To ensure timely availability of land for any project, Rs.
17.00 crore has been allocated for land acquisition in this financial year.

18. Steps have been taken to digitize E-DRC/E-TDR to facilitate transparent
distribution. In this system, complete information about E-DRC/E-TDR will be
available publicly for online exchange, enabling online sale and purchase of E-
DRC/E-TDR. This system will bring trust and transparency to the E-DRC/E-TDR
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market and allow the public to freely participate in the online marketplace for E-
DRC/E-TDR.

TOWN PLANNING

“Planned City — Ocean of the Future. Urban Planning — Foundation of
Development.”

19. From the Urban Planning Department of the Bangalore North City Corporation,
an estimated revenue of Rs. 817.37 crore is expected in 2026-27 from building plan
approvals, plinth/initial certificates, occupancy certificates, premium F.A.R fees, 5%
fees on parks/open spaces in single plot plan approvals, and other sources.

20. In 2026-27, applications for vacant municipal properties within the corporation’s
jurisdiction will be accepted through single plots, with an expected revenue of Rs.
100.00 crore.

21. The Urban Design Cell has created a city map for the corporation’s jurisdiction,
with Rs. 50.00 lakh allocated for maintenance.

22. To adequately address new challenges in urban planning in Bangalore, the
government has already called for tenders from the Greater Bangalore Authority to
design a master plan based on new innovations. For the preparation of this master
plan, Rs. 5.00 crore has been allocated by the Bangalore North City Corporation.

23. Under the central government’s Ease of Doing Business (EoDB) initiative,
building plan approvals for all types of buildings have been simplified and made
transparent without any hindrance. Auto DCR Software has been developed to
provide approvals through the Online Building Plan System (OBPS), and currently,
approvals are being issued entirely online.

24. It is intended to integrate the process of obtaining clearance letters from internal
and external departments within the software.
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25. Under the corporation’s citizen-friendly Nambike Nakshe project, building plan
approvals for four-unit residential buildings on plots up to 375 sq. m are being
granted automatically within 15 days through the Nambike Nakshe software.

26. Following the High Court’s order, permissions are being granted using TDR and
Premium FAR with additional proportional area, and Premium FAR fees are
calculated and collected in such cases.

ADMINISTRATION

“Transparent administration, The reforming mechanism of a grand society.”

27. The administration department continues to strive for excellent governance
within the corporation. Since the staff count has not increased proportionally with
the rapidly growing population of Bangalore, a proposal has been submitted to the
government to scientifically review and increase staff numbers and hire new
personnel to ensure timely and satisfactory services to citizens. The corporation has
taken steps to perform tasks within the specified period and operate in a citizen-
friendly manner.

28. E-Office is currently operational in the Bangalore North City Corporation and
will be rapidly implemented across all offices.

29. Files and records within the Bangalore North City Corporation jurisdiction will
be digitized.

30. Measures will be taken to provide technical and professional training to enhance
the efficiency of corporation officers and staff.

31. Abiometric attendance system will be implemented for the attendance of officers
and staff.
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32. To meet the needs of the newly established Bangalore North City Corporation’s
robust administration, Rs. 40.00 crore has been allocated for constructing a new
central office building. Rs. 10.00 crore has been allocated to construct the North City
Corporation office complex on the 4th floor of the Yelahanka Mini Vidhana Soudha
building.

33. Rs. 6.00 crore has been allocated to develop software that will facilitate the
administration of Bangalore North City Corporation.

34. In 2025-26, in accordance with government notification, a total of 2,767 D.P.S
municipal workers were regularized for worker welfare, and Rs. 150.00 crore has
been allocated for the salaries of municipal workers in 2026-27.

Welfare

“Our goal is inclusive welfare; our aim is a prosperous city.”

“Let the light of equality spread along the path of social progress and let welfare
programs shine as rays of hope in the lives of the poor. Through education,
employment, and opportunities, let light spread in everyone’s life.

35. In the 202627 budget, a total of 8.94 crore has been allocated for educational
programs. To enhance the quality of education and reduce the financial burden on
poor families by providing financial assistance for educational advancement to
students of all sections residing within the corporation limits, it is proposed to
reimburse tuition fees, registration fees, and examination fees paid by approximately
1,700 students studying from Class 1 to postgraduate level, and also to provide
financial aid for overseas education.

36. Under the e-Sarathi scheme for the year 2026-27, ¥4.08 crore has been allocated.
The objective is to implement the e-Sarathi scheme by providing financial assistance
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to around 350 eligible beneficiaries—including Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes,
backward classes, minorities, and dependents of civic workers—for the purchase of
auto-rickshaws/cars. This also supports the goal of controlling air pollution under
the Brand Bengaluru concept.

37. For the housing scheme in the 2026—27 budget, X71.07 crore has been allocated.
It is proposed to allocate 50% for the single-house scheme and the remaining 50%
to provide houses through the Rajiv Gandhi Housing Corporation to eligible
houseless beneficiaries. The corporation aims to provide a subsidy of up to 5 lakh
to approximately 1,420 beneficiaries.

38. Under the health programs for all sections in 2026-27, a total of ¥11.12 crore
has been allocated. The objective is to provide medical assistance and relief to
beneficiaries of all sections residing within the corporation limits and to offer
financial assistance to those suffering from serious and life-threatening diseases such
as heart disease, kidney failure, and cancer.

39. Under the Brand Bengaluru concept, X1.00 crore has been reserved this year to
distribute electric two-wheelers to eligible working women and civic workers within
the corporation limits. The main objective is to help civic workers perform their
duties and ensure timely attendance at work. Approximately 100 eligible working
women and civic workers are expected to benefit.

40. %10.00 crore has been allocated for the welfare of civic workers. The objective
includes distributing laptops to children of eligible civic workers for higher
education, providing financial assistance up to %2 lakh to reduce the burden of simple
marriage expenses for daughters of civic workers, and offering skill training to their
children through the Skill Development Department to make them financially self-
reliant.

41. %7.60 crore has been allocated to distribute free laptops to students from
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, backward and minority communities pursuing
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degree education, with the aim of supporting higher education and reducing financial
burden. Approximately 1,200 beneficiaries are expected.

42. In the 202627 budget, X1.28 crore has been allocated for distributing tricycles
to specially-abled persons, and X1.58 crore has been earmarked for purchasing and
distributing electric wheelchairs to about 110 beneficiaries.

43. %73 lakh has been allocated for the welfare of the transgender community in
2026-27. The objective is to provide one-time financial assistance of up to 350,000
to help them become self-reliant and pursue self-employment.

44.%1.27 crore has been allocated for women’s welfare programs in 2026—27. This
includes providing sewing machines to about 400 women trained in tailoring for
livelihood and allocating ¥50 lakh for distributing electric two-wheelers to working
women. Under the National Livelihood Mission, 327 lakh has been allocated to start
“Akka Cafe,” aimed at providing clean, tasty, and affordable local food in urban
areas by establishing women-run canteens called “Cafe Sanjeevini.”

45.%1.47 crore has been allocated for senior citizen welfare programs.

46. 260 lakh has been allocated in the 2026—27 budget to establish vending zones
under the welfare program for street vendors within the corporation limits.

47. %7.10 crore has been allocated to provide e-vending vehicles to street vendors
within the corporation limits. The objective is to support vendors, promote business
activities, and strengthen them economically and socially by distributing various
types of e-vending vehicles.

48. 1.10 crore has been allocated in the 202627 budget for the maintenance of
night shelters for the homeless.

49. %5.60 crore has been allocated for general category welfare programs.
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50. *11.00 crore has been allocated in the 2026—27 budget to provide grants to
eligible voluntary organizations within the corporation limits to encourage their
activities.

51. %1 crore has been allocated to provide financial assistance to athletes
participating in national and international sports, with the aim of encouraging sports
participation.

52. %50 lakh has been allocated under the Honorable Mayor’s discretionary fund to
provide medical relief facilities for journalists and media reporters.

53. %22 lakh has been reserved for a group insurance scheme for small and medium
journalists/reporters.

54. %2 crore has been allocated under the Honorable Mayor’s discretionary fund to
provide medical relief facilities.

55. %2 crore has been allocated under the discretionary fund of corporation members
for providing medical relief facilities.

56. For the development of slum areas within the corporation limits, cooperation will
be extended to the Slum Clearance Board by issuing no-objection certificates for
declaring slum areas without levying any charges on corporation land. Steps will be
taken to relocate slums situated in lake encroachment areas using Slum Cess and
SCP/TSP funds.

%27 lakh has been allocated to start “Akka Cafe” with the objective of providing
clean, tasty, and affordable food.

45.%1.47 crore has been allocated for senior citizen welfare programs.

46. %60 lakh has been allocated in the 2026—27 budget to establish vending zones
under the welfare program for street vendors within the corporation limits.
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47. %7.10 crore has been allocated to provide e-vending vehicles to street vendors
within the corporation limits, aiming to support and strengthen them socially and
economically.

48. 1.10 crore has been allocated for the maintenance of night shelters for the
homeless.

49. %5.60 crore has been allocated for general category welfare programs.
50. ¥11.00 crore has been allocated to support eligible voluntary organizations.

51. %1 crore has been allocated to provide financial assistance to athletes
participating in national and international sports.

52. %50 lakh has been allocated for medical relief for journalists and media reporters.
53. %22 lakh has been reserved for group insurance for journalists.

54. %2 crore has been allocated for medical relief under the Mayor’s discretionary
fund.

55.%2 crore has been allocated under the discretionary fund of corporation members
for medical relief.

56. For the development of slum areas within the corporation limits, support will be
provided to the Slum Clearance Board by issuing no-objection certificates without
levying any charges on corporation lands to declare slum areas. Steps will be taken
to relocate slums located in lake encroachment areas using Slum Cess and SCP/TSP
funds.

PUBLIC RELATION

57. A separate website will be developed for the Bangalore North City Corporation.
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58. Facebook, Instagram, and YouTube social media accounts are being managed to
provide information to the public about development activities taking place in all
departments of the corporation.

59. For the first time, the corporation is implementing an innovative model of a
phone-in “solution on” program every Friday, with the concept of receiving
complaints from every citizen within the corporation’s jurisdiction and providing
immediate resolution, rather than operating solely on file-based processes, thereby
offering citizen-friendly administration.

60. A 24/7 systemis in place to record complaints from the public and forward them
to the concerned officials, which will be further strengthened for greater efficiency.

SANITATION

61. Daily sanitation of all wards roads in Bangalore North City Corporation is carried
out by municipal workers, and door-to-door waste collection is done using auto
tippers. The residential and commercial areas on the outskirts of Bangalore city are
expanding, and the corporation has planned several projects to provide basic
infrastructure for these areas. A total of 3,052 municipal workers is working in the
North City Corporation area, with 988 Auto tipper and 110 compactors
engaged in door-to-door waste collection.

62. Under the title "Mission Clean Airport Road," a program has been conducted to
clean around 34 kilometres of the Bellary Road leading to the international airport.

63. As an innovative effort from the Dasarahalli division of North City Corporation,
50 farmers have been identified, and approximately 600 tons of waste from their
lands will be transported for processing.

64. In the Hebbal division of North City Corporation, green waste will be converted
into compost, priced at Rs. 150 per kg, with a total of 300 kg of compost sold.
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65. In the North City Corporation area, locations have been identified to install a
total of 110 CCTVs to identify individuals dumping waste in black spot areas.

66. From 01-09-2025 to 31-01-2026 in the North City Corporation area, fines of Rs.
28 lakhs will be collected for 3,019 cases of littering, and fines of Rs. 44.45 lakh
were collected for 4,180 cases of single-use plastic violations.

67. For municipal workers in the Bangalore North City Corporation area, a total of
Rs. 19.12 crore has been allocated for festival advances, 21-day leave periods, 15-
day earned leave, pending DA amounts, cash settlements for 300 days of earned
leave for permanent workers upon retirement/death, death relief amounts, Ambedkar
Jayanti, Kempegowda Jayanti, annual salary differences, automatic salary
increments, and special automatic salary increments.

68. DPS municipal workers in the Bangalore North City Corporation area are
performing duties, and Rs. 13.00 crore has been allocated for the 2026-27 fiscal year.

69. Measures have been taken to provide gloves, masks, and other equipment for the
health check-up and safety of municipal workers.

70. in order to manage solid waste in Bengaluru, for administrative expenses ¥13.38
crore, for solid waste collection—transport stations and other management 3129.57
crore, and for capital works X157.05 crore have been allocated to Bengaluru Solid
Waste Management Limited for the year 2026-27. To keep the city’s main roads
clean, a total amount of X12.00 crore has been earmarked for the purchase of
sweeping machines. To simplify and upgrade the sanitation work of municipal
workers, X5.00 crore has been allocated by the corporation for the purchase of
human-assisted garbage collection machines / litter-picking machines.

71. For animal waste management in the Pulakeshinagar division, a total of Rs. 2.70
crore has been allocated for the 2026-27 fiscal year.

72. Rs. 10.00 lakh has been allocated for repair and maintenance costs of solid waste
units and machinery, and Rs. 33.00 lakh for other maintenance.
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73. Forward-related activities in the Bangalore North City Corporation area, Rs.
94.50 lakh has been allocated for ward mastering in the 2026-27 fiscal year.

74. Rs. 98.50 lakh has been allocated for information, education, and communication
for the 2026-27 fiscal year.

75. It is planned to construct Transfer Stations at eight locations for waste
management in the Bangalore North City Corporation area.

76. Steps will be taken to provide training for women municipal workers to drive
auto rickshaws.

FOREST
Based on the adage “From forest comes the land”

77. In the 2026-27 budget, a total grant of 1051.00 lakh has been allocated under
the slogan “Green is Life” for the comprehensive management of trees, wildlife
conservation, and forest activities throughout the jurisdiction of the municipality.

78. The counting of trees within the jurisdiction of Bengaluru North City
Corporation is in progress, and for the additional planting of required trees after the
census, a grant of 330.00 lakh has been allocated for this census work.

79. In Bengaluru North City Corporation, trees have been planted for urban greening
along roadsides, in parks, and public spaces for many years. The citizens of
Bengaluru are very conscious about trees and the environment. For the systematic
management of trees and the removal of trees in hazardous condition in 2026-27, a
grant of 500.00 lakh has been allocated.

80. To maintain environmental balance, increase green cover, and reduce global
temperatures, a grant of ¥416.00 lakh has been allocated for planting and nurturing
trees.
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81. For wildlife protection, including capturing and conserving poisonous animals
like snakes and relocating them to appropriate habitats, a grant of ¥15.00 lakh has
been allocated.

82. Through the Vanamahotsava program, a grant of *10.00 lakh has been allocated
to create awareness and interest among school and college students and
environmental enthusiasts.

83. In nursery areas, for planting saplings, growing healthy plants, and distributing
saplings free of cost to raise awareness about the environment among the public and
organizations, a grant of ¥80.00 lakh has been allocated for planting and nurturing
trees in 2026-27.

84. Planting saplings in partnership with the public, organizations, and corporates,
and protecting wildlife will be the primary focus of urban forestry for this year.

HORTICULTURE

“Green is the symbol of nature, Enhancing it is our principle”

85. Greening plays a key role in creating a better environment, and parks provide
Bengaluru citizens with fresh oxygen and recreational spaces. In Bengaluru North
City Corporation, there are over 336 parks and 38 road medians. For their proper
maintenance, a grant of ¥37.00 crore has been allocated this year.

86. Considering the mental well-being of the public, the 2026-27 initiative “Green
Parks, Healthy City” is being introduced. A grant of 325.00 crore has been allocated
this year for park development and improvement.

87. To increase groundwater in parks, it is planned to construct 200 rainwater
harvesting pits in 2026-27.
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88. Special emphasis will be given to creating green corridors in school zones, areas
around hospitals, metro and bus connections, and wherever possible, along avenue
plantations.

89. Fallen leaves in parks will be converted into compost to be applied to trees and
plants in the parks.

90. Arrangements will be made in parks to provide equipment for children’s play,
exercise equipment for the public, and walking paths.

91. Public toilets have been constructed and maintained in 60 parks for public use.
This year, it is planned to construct toilets in 50 more parks for greater public
convenience.

HEALTH
"Public health, medical care — our fortune,
Healthy city — the foundation of happiness and prosperity."

92. The Health Department has historically provided health services within the
municipal jurisdiction, playing a decisive role in the implementation of national
health service programs, granting commercial licenses, regulating commercial
activities, overseeing Indira Canteens, rodent control activities, public health disaster
management, surveillance of infectious diseases, legal procedural actions, etc.

93. An amount of Rs. 8.86 crore has been allocated for rodent control activities in
the year 2026-27.

94. Urban Primary Health Centers provide outpatient services, prenatal/postnatal
care, immunization programs, family planning services, treatment for non-
communicable diseases such as diabetes, hypertension, malnutrition, anaemia,
cataract, referral services, services through our clinics and Ayushmati clinics, health
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checkups and special health camps for residents of slum areas, the homeless, waste
collectors, and municipal workers, disease surveillance, epidemic control, and
services related to biomedical waste management.

95. A 100-bed capacity hospital buildings is being constructed in the jurisdiction of
Sarvagnanagar and Byatarayanapura Assembly constituencies. Health and family
welfare services will be provided in the said hospitals. The Karnataka Government,
in coordination, will complete the construction and equip the hospitals with
necessary instruments and equipment for public service.

96. Free dialysis services are being provided at Ganganagar Heritage Hospital in
Hebbal Assembly constituency under Bangalore North Municipal jurisdiction.
Similarly, new machines will be installed at Sanjayanagar Primary Health Center
and Mallasandra Dialysis Center in Dasarahalli Assembly constituency to soon
provide free dialysis services to the public. An amount of Rs. 50.00 lakh has been
allocated for the management of dialysis centers.

97. Under the Brand Bangalore project, the government has already issued orders to
merge DJ Halli and Munireddipalya Heritage Hospitals, with Rs. 35.00 crore
allocated to upgrade the necessary building works and equip the primary health
centers with instruments and equipment.

98. Indira Canteens provide healthy and affordable meals, serving as lifelines for
daily wage workers, senior citizens, students, and economically disadvantaged
groups. By providing balanced meals, third-party food safety checks, affordable
pricing, and offering ragi mudde (millet-based food) three days a week, they have
gained public appreciation. Indira Canteens are not just a food program—they
symbolize respect, social justice, and comprehensive urban governance. An amount
of Rs. 11.15 crore has been allocated.
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HEALTH DEPARTMENT (CLINICAL)

Strengthening of Health Infrastructure

99. Under the Brand Bengaluru Project, it is proposed to upgrade the
hospitals under the Clinical Division of the Health Department of
Bengaluru North City Corporation in accordance with the Indian Public
Health Standards (IPHS) 2022.Accordingly, the maternity hospitals at
M.R. Palya and D.J. Halli will be converted into Community Health
Centres (CHCs) with a capacity of 30 beds each.

100. These hospitals will provide services including general surgery,
dental care, physician services, obstetrics and gynaecology, paediatrics,
as well as emergency and ambulance services.

101. Under the Public Health Division, necessary repair works will be
undertaken in Namma Clinics and Urban Primary Health Centres.
Essential equipment will be provided, and new physiotherapy centres and
dental clinics will also be established. A total amount of ¥35.00 crore has
been allocated to Bengaluru North City Corporation for the
implementation of these works.

Expansion of Free Dialysis Services

102. Free dialysis services have been initiated at the Sanjaynagara and
Mallasandra Dialysis Centres, in addition to the existing Ganganagar
Dialysis Centre, thereby enhancing access to renal care services.

Completion and Operationalisation of 100-Bedded Hospitals

103. The construction of 100-bedded hospitals in Sarvagnanagar,
Byatarayanapura, and Pulikeshi Nagar Assembly Constituencies has been
completed, and necessary steps are being taken to operationalise these
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multispeciality hospitals in coordination with the Department of Health and
Family Welfare, Government of Karnataka.

Simplification of Trade License Procedures and Ease of Doing Business:

104. To reduce delays in obtaining trade licenses and to improve the Ease of
Doing Business, procedures have been simplified by reducing
documentation requirements and strengthening verification processes. Trade
licenses are being issued promptly through an online system. Further, steps
are being taken to bring unauthorized commercial establishments under the
licensing framework through technological integration.

Strengthening of Indira Canteen Scheme:

105. Indira Canteens have become a lifeline for daily wage workers, senior
citizens, students, and economically weaker sections by providing hygienic
and affordable meals. Nutritious and balanced food is ensured, with food
safety monitored through third-party inspections. Millet-based meals, such
as ragi mudde, are served three days a week. The scheme symbolizes dignity,
social justice, and inclusive urban governance.

ANIMAL HUSBANDRY

106. Several key programs are being effectively implemented to promote animal
welfare alongside public health protection. Steps are being taken for street dog
control, rabies eradication, and raising public awareness about responsible pet
ownership in Bangalore North Municipal jurisdiction.

107. Establishing a modern slaughterhouse to ensure a healthy supply of meat
products is a primary goal of this department. Rs. 14.00 crore has been allocated for
these programs.

108. In 202627, a target has been set to perform ABC surgery on 12,000 street dogs.
Rs. 3.00 crore has been allocated to implement this program, covering medicine,
surgical supplies, medical staff, food, and post-operative care.

109.Since rabies is also dangerous to humans, the Mass Dog Vaccination (MDV)
program is implemented annually to ensure full control of the disease, and this will
continue in the current year as well.

110. In 2026-27, approximately 65,000 dogs are targeted to receive rabies and
combined vaccines. Rs. 5.00 crore has been earmarked for implementing this
program.

111. Raising awareness among citizens about animal welfare and public health is
crucial. For this purpose, Information, Education, and Communication (IEC)
programs are organized. Rs. 50.00 lakh has been allocated to effectively implement
these programs.

112. To ensure safe and scientific sale of meat in the city, a modern slaughterhouse
with advanced facilities is planned.

113. The estimated cost of this project, which will include a hygienic slaughter line,
veterinary inspection system, waste processing unit, refrigeration system, and
environmentally friendly waste management, is Rs. 10.00 crore. The project will be
implemented in phases.

114. As per the honourable Supreme Court order, AWBI guidelines, and the PCA
Act 1960, a dog shelter is planned to provide proper facilities for stray dogs requiring
care.

115. Facilities for about 500 dogs, including shelter, treatment, surgical facilities,
quarantine ward, food, and care, will be provided, with Rs. 3.80 crore allocated for
this project. Steps will also be taken to establish an animal crematorium.

116. Several measures are being taken to facilitate the management of street dogs in
urban areas and ensure citizen safety, with Rs. 1.50 crore allocated for this purpose.
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PUBLIC WORKS
"Roads and bridges are the city's lifeline

Basic infrastructure is the step to development”

117. After the formation of the Greater Bangalore Authority and the creation of 5
city municipalities, Bangalore North City Municipality has 72 wards in its
reorganization, with a total of 2,545.65 km of ward roads, 333.60 km of arterial and
sub-arterial roads, 74 playgrounds, 23 community halls, 87 municipal buildings, and
26 crematoriums/urdhra grounds, 92.91 km of primary water drains and 82.59 km
of secondary water drains, 36 lakes, 336 parks, and 124,591 streetlights. The
management of these assets and the creation of new assets is our goal.

118. Regarding public works in the Bangalore North City Municipality area, for the
year 2026-27, income of Rs. 32.00 crore is expected from community hall rentals,
building rentals, OFC, permits, road cutting, and other sources.

119. In the Bangalore North City Municipality area, regarding vehicle parking,
income of Rs. 6.00 crore is expected through on-street and off-street parking
projects.

120. Special infrastructure projects from the Central Government, related to
Honourable Chief Ministers’ basic infrastructure development projects and other
plans, have been allocated Rs. 935.56 crore for the year 2026-27.

121. Under the development of dilapidated roads, in the Bangalore North City
Municipality area, for the year 2025-26, Rs. 248 crores has been allocated for the
development of 197.90 km of ward roads under the Honourable Chief Ministers’
basic infrastructure development plan, and Rs. 248.71 crore under the Capital
Support Plan for Special Basic Infrastructure to develop 187.03 km of main and sub-
main roads; additionally, Rs. 176.50 crore is allocated for developing 118.29 km of
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arterial and sub-arterial roads under re-ESROW Grants (total project Rs. 694 crore).
These projects are to be completed and made available for public use in 2026-27.

122. From the limited revenue collection of the municipality, during the year 2026—
27, necessary road, drainage, and footpath repairs and maintenance will be carried
out. For this purpose, for all 72 wards of the municipality, 320 lakhs per ward have
been allocated for desilting drains, %10 lakhs per ward for filling potholes, 325.00
lakhs for footpath repair and maintenance, and 220 lakhs per ward for repair and
maintenance of traffic engineering-related works, totaling ¥75 lakhs per ward.
Additionally, %1.50 crores per ward have been earmarked for various development
works including ward-level roads and major road repairs and maintenance, making
a total allocation of %2.25 crores per ward.

123. A grant of Rs. 25 lakh per ward is allocated in the municipality area, totalling
Rs. 18.00 crore, for pedestrian path repair and reconstruction. This will encourage
the public to use pedestrian paths and provide 1,000 km of well-structured pedestrian
paths for public use.

124. For the convenience of pedestrians, Rs. 50.00 crore is allocated for the
development of pedestrian path junctions, construction of skywalks, and related
structures within the city municipality area.

125. Rs. 10.00 crore is allocated for the repair and maintenance of stormwater drains
in the Bangalore North City Municipality area for 2026-27, ensuring annual
maintenance for flood control during the rainy season.

126. Flood control works in the Bangalore North City Municipality include the
construction of 53.42 km of concrete retaining walls (box and U-shaped) for
stormwater drains, undertaken in 2025-26 with World Bank and NDMF funding
totalling Rs. 532.52 crore. These works will be completed in 2026-27 to prevent
flooding for the citizens of Bangalore North City Municipality in the coming years.

127. For a well-lit and safe Bangalore, Rs. 9.40 crore is allocated for the repair and
maintenance of streetlights and related equipment, and for electrical works in
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buildings, playgrounds, parks, community halls, and electrical substations within the
municipality area.

128. In all wards of the Greater Bangalore Authority, traditional streetlights are
being replaced with energy-efficient LED streetlights, implementing electricity-
saving measures under a Public Private Partnership (PPP) model in 2025-26. The
North City Municipality area has 124,142 streetlights, of which 49767 LED
streetlights have already been installed, completing 76.93% of the work. The
remaining 23.07% will be completed in 2026-27, creating well-lit and safe areas at
night.

129. A grant of Rs. 120.00 crore is provided in 2026-27 for various development
works in each legislative assembly constituency within the municipality, ensuring
comprehensive development of the constituencies.

130. Within the municipal limits, road widening has been undertaken in accordance
with RMP-2015, with a plan to widen a total of 30.5 km across 12 roads. Of these,
road widening works covering 22.5 km on 8 roads (Tannery Road, Neha Prakash
Road, Kerekodi Road, Bagalur Main Road, Kogilu-Kattigenahalli Road, Kogilu-
Palanahalli Road, Jakkur Double Road, Jakkur Railway Parallel Road) were initiated
during the BBMP period, and these roads will be completed in the current financial
year. Additionally, in this financial year, there is a plan to newly widen 4 roads with
a total length of 7.95 km (Nitte Meenakshi Engineering College Road, Gas Pipeline
Road near Sandeep Unnikrishnan Road, Dasarahalli Main Road, Hennur-Bagalur
Road). A budget allocation of ¥25.00 crores has been earmarked for the year 2026—
27 for the new road widening works, which will facilitate vehicular movement and
public use.
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LAKES

“Lakes and canals are the lifelines of water sources; their conservation is the
conservation of the city’s future.”

131. Reviving every lake — restoring our future is imperative. Water sources are the
lungs of our city’s environment. Unfortunately, over time, many lakes have become
unused, encroached upon, or degraded. Under the slogan “Revive every lake —
restore our future,” we are launching a focused initiative.

132. Under the “Community Involvement for Lake Conservation Policy (CICL)-
2024,” actions will be taken involving citizens and interested private organizations
to provide various facilities in lakes.

133. An allocation of %8.00 crores has been set aside for the annual maintenance of
30 developed lakes. Home Guard personnel will be assigned to protect the lakes and
ensure that the public visiting for air walks does not face any inconvenience. Lake
areas will be declared plastic-free zones for conservation purposes.

134. In the Greater North Bangalore Municipal area, there are a total of 36 living
lakes, of which 30 lakes have already been developed and are under annual
maintenance. Development work on Hebbal Lake and Nagawara Lake is in progress.
Among the remaining lakes to be developed, Srinivasapura Lake and Mallasandra
Gudde Lake are planned for comprehensive development. For the remaining lakes
to be developed, %40.00 crores will be allocated in 2026-27.

135. Comprehensive development of Singapore Lake in the Greater North Bangalore
Municipal area, as well as the revival of non-functional lakes such as Banaswadi
Lake, Lingarajapura Lake, Battaguntepalya Lake, and Ramachandrapura Lake, will
be planned through an extensive project report, with selected lakes slated for
development.

136. For the 2026-27 fiscal year, 20.00 crores will be allocated for new works
related to the climate action plan within the municipal area. This will facilitate
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measures to prevent water, air, and other pollution in the Greater North Bangalore
Municipal area.

137. Measures will be taken to implement boating facilities in the lakes under the
municipal jurisdiction.

EDUCATION

“Education is the key that opens the door to human life.”

138. In the Greater North Bangalore Municipal area, there are 9 nurseries, 1 primary
school, 5 high schools, 5 pre-university colleges, and 1 degree college, with a total
enrolment of 5,129 students. These schools/colleges employ 13 permanent
teachers/lecturers and 157 guest teachers/lecturers.

139. For the 2026-27 fiscal year, X4 crores have been allocated to provide enrolled
students in schools/colleges with free textbooks, notebooks, uniforms, bags, shoes
and socks, and sweaters.

140. In Vinayakanagar, M.S. Palya, within the Battarahalli Assembly constituency,
a newly constructed building will house a new primary school, high school, and pre-
university college starting in 2026-27, with X2 crores allocated for necessary
furniture and equipment.

141. For the 2026-27 fiscal year, X350 lakhs have been allocated as incentive funds:
325,000 for top SSLC performers, 235,000 for top second PUC exam performers,
and %50,000 for students graduating with highest distinction in the final degree.

142. %47 lakhs have been allocated for holistic student development, including inter-
school/college sports and cultural competitions, Bharat Scouts and Guides training,
subject-specific teacher training by DIET and IIT institutions, Children’s Day,
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Teachers’ Day, annual school/college functions, and other programs for students
enrolled in 2026-27.

143. Under the Smart Education Scheme, X100 lakhs have been allocated to install
smart panels in municipal schools/colleges to enhance learning in the modern digital
age.

144. %50 lakhs have been allocated for training students at all North Bangalore
Municipal schools/colleges in extracurricular sports and arts (skating, badminton,
karate, music, theatre arts, cricket, swimming, etc.) through reputed institutions,
along with the provision of necessary equipment Kits.

145. %50 lakhs have been allocated to start schools/colleges in newly constructed
buildings under the North Bangalore Municipal jurisdiction.

146. 50 lakhs have been allocated to upgrade school/college libraries.

147. A total of 23.00 crores has been allocated for education in the 2026-27 fiscal
year.

BUDGET BIRD EYE-VIEW

The initial fee for 2026-27 in the Greater North Bangalore Municipal area is 31.45
crores, with total receipts of I4,342.56 crores and total expenditures of ¥4,342.40
crores, leaving a surplus of 1.61 crores, presented to the people of the municipality.
