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At this stage of ‘big-three’ transitions, i.e., weather 

extremities, rapid urbanization, and digital revolution, the 

Budget of 2026-27 prepared with the vision of ‘leading 

the city from Silicon sensibility to sustainability’ is not only 

a document of income and expenditure, but a blueprint of 

flexible and innovative governance.  

In this year’s budget, we are introducing 

‘performance-based allocation.’ Each rupee spent from 

the budget is answerable to these three questions: 

 Will it improve civic life? 

 Will it generate a long-term profit? 

 Will it be implemented transparently? 

I firmly believe that this year’s budget has answered 

these three questions proficiently. 

The State Government, by its Notification dated 

19.07.2025, converted the Bruhat Bengaluru 

Mahanagara Palike into the Greater Bengaluru Authority 

and divided it into 05 Corporations. The Mahadevapura 

Zone under BBMP has already been categorized and 

renamed as “Bengaluru East City Corporation” with 

effect from 02.09.2025. 

Krishnarajapura, which comes under this 

Corporation, is a historical site which was under the rule 

of Raja Sreepurusha of Ganga dynasty during the 8th 
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Century A.D., subsequently taking the name of the 

Mysuru Maharaja Krishnaraja Wodeyar III in his honour. 

The famous 150-year-old Krishnarajapura market 

(santhe) is located here. This was a major trade route on 

the Old Madras Road (in the 16th century). A water tank 

from the British era (1930) is situated at Seegehalli. 

Vengayyanakere and Elemallappashetty kere are 

historical water bodies of this place. The Krishnarajapura 

Hanging Bridge inaugurated in 2003 is a landmark of this 

area. 

Mahadevapura which used to be a part of outer 

Bengaluru, began functioning as a municipality and later 

in 2007, got absorbed by Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike, 

eventually forming the Bruhath Bengaluru Mahanagara 

Palike. At present, it is a significant part of Bengaluru 

East City Corporation and a major IT hub of India. Tech 

parks of Mahadevapura, global proximity of Whitefield, 

residential extensions of Varthur and Kadugodi – 

altogether have reshaped this East Corporation into a 

“Model city for a New Era.” 

Bengaluru East City Corporation came into 

existence by combining these two assembly 

constituencies, with the hope of financial, social, and 

geographical development. The said Corporation is 
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presenting its first budget for a financial year in its full 

capacity, and I am pleased to share in detail the reforms 

to be brought in various divisions of the Corporation and 

the programmes to be newly launched. 

We lay the principle of “Work is worship” at the 

foundation of our city administration and with the mission 

statement “success through work, excellence through 

service,” each scheme and welfare programme of this 

budget has been designed with the objective of utilizing 

every rupee of the available grant meaningfully towards 

the service of our people.

1. The Corporation has anticipated a revenue of 

Rs.1500 Crores during the year 2026-27. This goal 

will be accomplished by identifying the properties 

outside the tax net and bringing them into the tax 

bracket, with no additional tax imposition; to achieve 

this, the efficiency of officers/staff will be enhanced 
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through multi-faceted trainings and by adopting 

standard operating procedures, rules of property tax 

(assessment and recovery management), and rules of 

the GBA Act, 2024. 

2. Our Corporation has fulfilled the promise made to 

citizens by the Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister by 

implementing a contactless, faceless e-khata system 

through digitization of all the khatas, i.e., about 4.50 

lakh, from paper form to online. This is India’s largest 

Digital-2 system; now Bengaluru citizens can get their 

e-khatas online at any time, any place. In the financial 

year 2025-26, in Bengaluru East City Corporation, out 

of all the khatas in paper form, approximately 1.30 

lakh e-khatas have been finalized and distributed to 

citizens. We are aiming at distributing the remaining 

3.20 lakh draft e-khatas to citizens. 

3. All properties coming under the jurisdiction of the 

Corporation have been digitized, e-Aasthi has been 

implemented through geo-tag mapping, thereby 

making it possible for the property owners to get their 

property information on their fingertips by verifying 

their ownership. 

4. Aadhar number has been linked to the e-khata 

system, which helps automated khata transfer 
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(mutation), keeping the citizens from wandering 

around the Corporation offices for khata mutation 

work. This will be safe kept and decentralized through 

the use of block chain technology. 

5. The property tax revision and supervision of the 

corporation have been undertaken on automation and 

Geographic Information System (G.I.S)- based 

system by linking the Geographic Information System 

(G.I.S)- based e-khata property tax system with 

Bengaluru Electricity Supply Company Limited, 

Bengaluru Water Supply and Sewerage Board and 

Kaveri Software. It is expected to generate an 

additional property tax revenue of about Rs. 150 

crores per year. 

6. It is planned to expand the tax jurisdiction through 3D 

modelling of commercial and high-rise buildings, and 

I.T-enabled integrated artificial intelligence(AI) 

systems. It has been proposed to develop a 

Geographic Information System (G.I.S)-based 

property information system for citizens, on the lines 

of Dishaank application of Revenue Department. This 

will protect the citizens from the fraudulences in Real 

Estate businesses. 
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7. An artificial intelligence (AI) technology- based system 

to identify the defaulters who have not paid the 

property tax will be introduced. Databases of 

BESCOM, trade licence, building plan, e-Aasthi, 

property tax, BWSSB, etc. will be integrated with the 

property tax system of the Corporation. This 

integration will disclose the type of utilization of each 

property and will bring lakhs of properties outside the 

property tax net into the tax net. This will complement 

the efforts of the Corporation in garnering an 

additional Rs.100 crores per annum from property tax. 

8.  In Bengaluru East City Corporation, the process for 

property-holders of ‘B’ Khata for conversion of their 

property to ‘A’ Khata by submitting applications as per 

the rules of the Corporation was initiated with effect 

from 01-11-2025 under the chairmanship of the 

Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister. This will complement 

the efforts of the Corporation in garnering an 

additional Rs.225.00 crores per annum from property 

tax.

2025 has laid down the rule regarding the provision of 

One Time Opportunity (OTO) to obtain permission for 

Legacy Advertisements and to convert the Self 

Advertisement hoardings into Commercial 

Advertisement hoardings. 

10. The work of identifying road-wise advertisement areas 

is underway in the Bengaluru East City Corporation. 

11. A period of 03 months has been provided for the 

conversion of Self Advertisements into Commercial 

Advertisement display under the new Advertisement 

Rules and Bengaluru East City Corporation will collect 

about Rs.20 crores through this provision. 

12. The applications for license are being received from 

advertising agencies, amounting to an estimated 

revenue of about Rs.2.75 crores. 

13. Ground rent fee of approximately Rs. 10 crores are 

expected from skywalk advertisement agencies. 

14. Places for building new skywalks in the Bengaluru 

East City Corporation have been identified, which is 
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expected to generate the ground rent and 

advertisement fee amounting to about Rs. 15 crores. 

15. A ground rent of about Rs. 5 crores is expected from 

advertisements on bus shelter structures under 

the PPP model. 

16. The Bengaluru East City Corporation is estimated to 

collect Rs. 68 crores from legacy advertisements, 

LED skywalks, bus shelters, underpasses, etc.

17. In the view of establishment of the Bengaluru East 

City Corporation, as part of strengthening its 

infrastructure, it has taken possession of the land of 

total 56722.6 square metres (14 acres) intended for 

the expansion of several arterial and sub-arterial 

roads. This land, as a public property is valued at 

approximately Rs.510 crore.  

18. Land acquisition process remains a significant 

challenge for the Bengaluru East City Corporation in 

accelerating road and infrastructure projects. To 
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address this, Rs.70 crore has been earmarked in 

the 2026-27 budget for land acquisition 

compensation.

19. An income of approximately Rs. 982 crore is expected 

in the year 2026-27 from the town planning division of 

Bengaluru East City Corporation from fees related to 

building plan approval, plinth certificate, occupancy 

certificate, premium FAR fee, 5% of fee on park/open 

space in single site plan approval, and other sources. 

20. Under the central government's Ease of Doing 

Business (EoDB) initiative, the Auto DCR Software is 

developed to provide a simplified, transparent and 

hassle-free building plan approvals for all types of 

buildings via the Online Building Plan System 

(OBPS). Since 01-07-2020, all building plan approvals 

have been issued exclusively online. Further, it is 

intended to integrate the system of receiving No 

Objection Certificates from the internal and external 

departments with the software. 
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21. Under the people-friendly Nambike Nakshe (Trusted 

Plan) scheme of the Corporation, building plan 

approvals for up to four housing units on sites 

within 375 square metres are sanctioned 

automatically through the software within 15 days. 

22. For properties categorized as single sites (vacant 

plots) within the Corporation’s jurisdiction, owners can 

now submit applications online through the Single 

Plot portal. This initiative aligns with the Corporation's 

efforts to generate an additional Rs. 139.00 crore in 

revenue.  

23. A budget of Rs. 50 lakhs has been earmarked to 

establish an exclusive Urban Design Cell within the 

Corporation limits. 

Administration 

24. To transform the administrative section from a mere 

complaint-receiving unit into a platform for an active 

redressal system and a transparent digital democracy, 

the “BECC Public Dashboard” will be launched. This 

initiative will provide detailed information on projects 

and expenditures at the ward, subdivision, and 

division levels.  
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25. In view of the new Bengaluru East City Corporation 

came into force, an initial allocation of Rs.25 crore has 

been earmarked in the 2026-27 budget for the 

construction of its own corporation building.  

26. The Cadre and Recruitment (C&R) proposal, detailing 

the officers and staff required based on the population 

within the Bengaluru East City Corporation limits, has 

been submitted to the government for approval. Once 

approved, this will reduce the workload on staff in 

each section. Appropriate measures will be 

implemented to ensure the expeditious disposal of all 

pending works. 

27. A program has been chalked out to enhance the 

efficiency of officers/staff by organizing required 

training and workshops. 

28. To ensure the punctuality of officers and staff during 

office hours, an AI-based attendance system will 

be implemented. 

29. To ensure the prompt implementation of 

administrative systems within the Corporation, Rs. 6 

crores have been earmarked in the budget for 

the adoption of necessary softwares.  

30. Files in the various divisions of the Corporation are 

categorised into A, B, C, and D.  A and B files, which

31. To ensure the receipt of expert legal counsel and the 

efficient handling of all court cases involving the 

Corporation, a Legal Cell has been established. 

Accordingly, an allocation of Rs.4.50 crores has been 

earmarked in the 2026-27 budget for its management 

and operations.  

32. Measures will be taken to move all files via e-Office 

software across all sections of the Corporation. 

33. There is a total of 1,605 Pourakarmikas within the 

Corporation limits who work rigorously every day. To 

support them, the Corporation has initiated 

various health and welfare programs. Following the 

regularization drive during the year 2025 of 

Pourakarmikas initiated by the Hon’ble Chief Minister 

and Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister, 1,330 

Pourakarmikas have been regularized in Bengaluru 

East City Corporation.

These funds are 

dedicated to the social, economic, and educational 

empowerment of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled 

Tribes, Backward Classes, and Minorities, as well as 

Persons with Disabilities, Pourakarmikas, senior 

citizens, women, street vendors, and the transgender 

community. To ensure these groups can lead self-

reliant lives, a comprehensive plan will be formulated 

to implement the following welfare programmes. 
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36. Under the Onti Mane (Single House) Scheme and 

the Bengaluru Amruta Mahotsava Housing 

Scheme, a subsidy of Rs. 5.00 lakh will be provided to 

Pourakarmikas, Scheduled Castes and Scheduled 

Tribes, persons identified as Manual Scavengers 

under the Prohibition of Employment as Manual 

Scavengers and their Rehabilitation Act, 2013, 

persons with disabilities, Backward Classes, 

Minorities, and economically weaker sections for 

building their own houses and for the purchase of 

1BHK flats. 

37. To promote the educational advancement of 

economically backward Scheduled Castes, 

Scheduled Tribes, Backward Classes, Pourakarmikas 

and Persons with Disabilities, as well as the children 

of the Corporation’s Group-D employees, the 

Corporation will provide reimbursement of school and 

college fees, incentives for higher education, 

and financial assistance for overseas studies.  

38. Under the Health Programme for the year 2026-

27, medical expenses will be reimbursed to eligible 

beneficiaries of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, 

and Backward Classes suffering from critical 

illnesses. 
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39. For the year 2026-27, the Corporation aims to 

empower women by providing electric two-wheelers to 

employed women and pourakarmikas at free of cost 

within its jurisdiction.  

40. To empower women within the Corporation's 

jurisdiction to lead self-reliant lives, a program will be 

implemented to provide vocational sewing 

training and free sewing machines.  

41. For the year 2026-27, the Corporation is committed to 

the empowerment of persons with disabilities by 

distributing two-wheelers fitted with additional wheels 

and electric wheel chairs to eligible beneficiaries of 

the persons with disabilities. 

42. To economically empower street vendors within the 

Corporation’s jurisdiction and ensure their welfare,      

e-vending vehicles will be distributed and 

development programmes will be organised. 

43. In the year 2026-27, the Corporation aims to 

provide free laptops to the students of pourakarmikas 

and the students belonging to Scheduled 

Castes/Scheduled Tribes, backward classes and 

minority community who pursuing degree to promote 

their higher education.

Therefore, financial discipline is 

very important for responsible financial 

management. 
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54. For this, the action will be taken in the Finance 

Section of the newly formed Bengaluru East City 

Corporation to ensure that all receipts and 

payments are received entirely through online 

mode. For receipts, necessary action has already 

been taken to integrate bank payment gateways 

with the Receipt Module Software to enable real-

time collection from the public. Accordingly, steps 

are being taken in developing the IFMS Module to 

carry out all payments of the Corporation through 

the IFMS software. 

55. During the year 2026–27, it is expected to receive 

Rs.73 crores from the State Finance Commission 

and Rs.114 crores under the 15th and 16th Finance 

Commissions of the Government of India.

75. Rs 17.00 crores has been earmarked for maintenance of 

roadside streetlights within the limits of Bangalore East 

City Corporation. 

76. An amount of Rs. 5.00 crores have been earmarked to 

construct electric crematorium within the limits of 

Bangalore East City Corporation. 
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77. Rs. 1.00 crore has been earmarked for repair and 

maintenance of Panathur Electric crematorium within the 

limits of Bangalore East City Corporation. 

78. Rs. 1.00 crore has been earmarked during the year 

2026-27 for the purchase of prahari vehicles for the 

operations carried out by the Revenue, Works, Solid 

Waste and Health Departments within the jurisdiction of 

the East City Corporation. 

79. During the year 2026-27, an amount of Rs.89.00 crores 

is expected under the grant of 16th Finance Commission 

and action will be taken to undertake capital works within 

the limits of corporation. 

 

Storm Water Drains (SWD)

80. As per as Mahadevapura zone under Bangalore East 

City Corporation is concerned, out of 150 km length of 

storm water drains, concrete retaining wall for 72 km 

length of storm water drain has already been constructed 

under the grant provided by the Karnataka Government 

up to 2018-2023. Similarly, out of the 75 km length of 

storm water drains in K.R.Puram zone, concrete 

retaining wall for 52 km stretch of storm water drain has 

been constructed. 
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81. 58 flood-hit areas have been identified in the Bengaluru 

East City Corporation, out of which relief package has 

been provided in 38 flood-hit areas. The remaining 20 

flood-hit areas will be developed and converted into 

flood-free areas at the earliest.  

82. The Hon'ble Chief Minister and Hon'ble Deputy Chief 

Minister visited the Panathur and Geddalahalli (Sai 

Layout) areas which were flooded due to the downpour 

of heavy rain in June 2025-26 and directed the 

concerned to carry out the necessary works in the said 

flood-hit areas on a war footing. Accordingly, the 

Panathur storm water drain work has been completed 

and made flood-free. It is decided to complete the 

Geddalahalli Railway Vent work expeditiously and to 

make the area flood-free. 

83. After the Bengaluru East City Corporation came into 

existence, the following major storm water drain works 

have been undertaken. 

 The works such as Siddapuralake weir Canal work, 

storm water drains near Spice Garden, Bili 

Shivalayastorm water drain, Balagere Rajakaluve. 

Rajakaluve near Eppsilon in Yamalur village have been 

undertaken out of the grant of Rs. 25 crores under 

National Disaster Management Fund. 

 Rs.629 crores have been provided out of the grant 

under World Bank assistance, out of which Rs.540.00 
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crores and Rs.89.00 crores have been provided to 

Mahadevapura assembly constituency and K.R.Puram 

assembly constituency respectively. The said grant has 

been divided into 6 packages and the approval of the 

Karnataka Government has also been obtained for the 

works, and the work has been started after issuing the 

work order.

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84. A total of 45 live- lakes are there in Bengaluru East City 

Corporation, out of which, 40 lakes have already been 

developed. Development work of 01 lake is under 

progress. Development work of the remaining 4 lakes 

will be undertaken in the current year. The corporation is 

striving hard to increase ecological diversity by 

rejuvenation, development and augmentation of 

underground water table of lakes including their proper 

maintenance. 

85. An amount of Rs. 28.00 crore has been earmarked in the 

budget of the Corporation for the year 2026-27 for the 

annual maintenance of the lakes in the limits of East City 

Corporation. 

86.  A grant of Rs. 5.00 crores have been earmarked for 

erecting chain link fences along the boundaries of 10 

lakes of the City Corporation. 

87. It has been decided to undertake the development work 

of 4 lakes under the grant of Rs. 25.00 crores of the 

Corporation for the year 2026-27. 

88. The works such as installation of aerators and floating 

wetlands, use of biological enzymes and installation of 

digital equipment including rejuvenation and 

development of lakes to improve water quality of lakes.  

89. "Community Involvement for Lake Conservation Policy"-

2024 has been evolved and thereby an action has been 

taken to provide various facilities at the lakes to the 
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citizen groups and private organizations interested in 

lake development. 

90. Home Guard personnel have been deployed to protect 

the lakes and ensure that the public who come for walk 

do not face any kind of trouble. 

 

Horticulture

91. Greenification plays a crucial role in creating of good 

environment and parks are a source of fresh oxygen and 

relaxation for the citizens of Bengaluru. There are about 

54 parks in Mahadevapura and K.R.Puram zones of 

Bengaluru East City Corporation. (35 developed parks 

and 12 lake parks and 07 median parks are there).  

92. An amount of Rs. 10.00 crore has been earmarked in the 

budget of the Corporation for the year 2026-27 for 

annual maintenance of the parks in the East City 

Corporation and for the construction of 35 soaking pits in 

upcoming days to augment the groundwater level in the 

parks. 

93. A grant of Rs. 7.50 crore has been earmarked to erect 

the chain link fences along the boundaries of the city 

corporation parks. 
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94. A grant of Rs. 17.50 crore has been earmarked for the 

development of parks/median/lake parks in the budget 

for the year 2026-27. 

95. Under the concept of "Brand Bengaluru" “Green 

Bengaluru”, Rs. 10.00 crores have been earmarked in 

the budget for the year 2026-27 for making the city 

greener by setting up new nursery centres in parks. 

96. It is aimed to increase resources by upgrading the parks 

in the limits of city corporation and making them 

available for filming and shooting of serials, short films, 

and photography. 

 

 

Public Health

97. It is proposed to set up new15 primary health centres 

and 10 Namma Clinics in the corporation limits in order 

to provide various public health services to the citizens 

by Bengaluru East city corporation under the Brand 

Bengaluru - Health concept, for which, Rs. 35.00 crores 

have been earmarked during the year 2026-27. 

98. Priority has been given to the development and 

extension of Primary Health Centres (PHCS) and Rs. 6.8 

crores have been earmarked for purchasing required 
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hospital equipment and strengthening of healthcare 

assets. 

99. Rs. 5.00 crores have been earmarked in the budget for 

the year 2026-27 for the annual maintenance of Indira 

Canteens within the limits of Corporation. 

100. Rs. 4.80 crores have been earmarked in the budget for 

public health programmes such as mosquito control, 

pulse polio vaccination, and public health awareness 

campaigns in city Corporation and the Corporation is 

committed to protect the public health. 

Animal Husbandry 

101. As per the order of the Hon'ble Supreme Court, the stray 

dogs in the wards under the jurisdiction of the 

Corporation have to be shifted to permanent shelters. In 

this backdrop, a total of Rs. 12.00 crore has been 

earmarked during the year 2026-27 for the construction 

of a shelter with a capacity of 500 stray dogs, 

maintenance and feeding of the said dogs. 

102. For the stray dogs control program in the corporation 

limits, two packages have been created with the aim of 

doubling the number of neutering surgeries, for which an 

estimated Rs. 6.00 crores have been earmarked. 

103. It is proposed to construct a state-of-the-art, well-

equipped scientific Stray Dog Neutering Surgery Centre 

(ABC) in Mahadevapura zone of the Corporation, and an 
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estimated amount of Rs. 4.00 crore has been earmarked 

for the said work. 

104. It is proposed by the Corporation to establish 

Corporation Veterinary Clinics first of its kind in the 

Corporations to provide veterinary services to small and 

large animals within the limits of the Corporation and an 

estimated grant of Rs. 2.00 crore has been earmarked 

for the establishment and maintenance of two 

Corporation Veterinary Clinics in the first phase during 

the year 2026-27. 

105. In the entire Bengaluru city, only one animal crematorium 

is functioning at Sumanahalli but it is difficult for the East 

Corporation to transport and dispose of dead animals. In 

this regard, about Rs. 2.00 crores have been earmarked 

for setting up an electric animal crematorium for the 

scientific disposal of all types of dead animals within the 

limits of the Corporation. 

106. It is proposed to introduce a mobile veterinary vehicle for 

the first time by the Corporation to provide quick and 

quality treatment to the livestock at the field level. An 

estimated grant of Rs. 50.00 lakh has been earmarked to 

this for the year 2026-27. 

Forest 

107. It is the need of the hour to have a perspective that 

considers the environment along with flood control and 
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water conservation as an investment, not an expense 

with the concept of 'Sponge City' through lake 

rejuvenation, decentralized drainage units, improved 

storm water drains, and a forestation. In this direction, 

the Corporation has emphasized on a forestation of the 

city, for which a grant of Rs. 3.50 crore shave been 

earmarked during this year. 

108. It is proposed to build Miyawaki tree parks within the 

corporations limits. 

109. With the coordination of M/s BMRCL and M/s KRIDE 

corporation proposes to plant 25000 various seeds in 

public places within the corporation limits. 

110. In the corporation limits action will be taken for trimming 

of tree roots in public places in order to avoid unfortunate 

incidents. 

111. Separate team is formed in the corporation Forest 

department to catch snakes, monkeys and other animals 

from public places and shift them to safe places. 
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Bird’s- Eye view of Budget 2026-27 

In 2026-27 Bengaluru East City Corporation’s total 

receipts will be Rs.3890.00 crores which consists of an 

opening balance of Rs.1.58 crore, Revenue from BECC own 

resources, Rs.3354.00 crores and Central and State 

government grants of Rs.534.00 crores.

A surplus of Rs.1.56 

lakhs is presented before the citizens of Corporation.
