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Further, an amendment was issued vide reference(2), for the above
circular which narrates that,
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Inorder to clear the ambiguity over the circular vide reference(l & 2)
and ensure the quantum of connected load shall be equal to sanctioned load
of all installations in general and to comply the 42.01(II) Note (b) of CoS and
incorrelation with section (4, 7 & 19) of conditions applicable to building of
LT installations in tariff order 2025 issued by KERC. It is to be ensured that
connected load of the Fire fighting equipment installations shall not exceed
Sanctioned load of the same.

Thus the circular cited vide reference(l and 2) issued by office of the
GM, Commercial, BESCOM needs to be withdrawn as recommended in
proceeding vide reference(3).

The circular and its amendment cited vide reference(l and 2) has
been withdrawn with immediate effect. Further No BBC/short claim shall
be done against such installations which were serviced during the effective
period of above circular and its amendment with respect to fire fighting
installations which are serviced either individually, exclusively,
independently or along with common area purposes in apartment and
commercial complexes.

However, the field officers are hereby directed to have effective
communication and co-ordination with the consumer of such installations,
to regularize the connected load of the installation against the sanctioned
load with due process within 3 months from the date of issue of this OM
and instructed to comply BESCOM norms and KERC’s Conditions of supply
and other regulations while arranging power supply to such installations in

future.

With the warm wishes by Managing Director, BESCOM the following are
been narrated with intention to narrate the issues associated with fixed
chargcs to bc claimed or rclaxed for firefighting equipment’s installed at the
apartment complexes and en'suring connected load of the same against the
sanctioned load.

1. The Apartment Owner’s Association of L&T, South City had narrated this
office about non compliances of various regulations (fire and safety
department) by the other builders and buildings in view of nature of
power supply availed, either power supply availed for the firefighting
equipments independently and exclusively or power supply availed for
the firefighting equipments along with other common area purposes.

2. The fixed charges for the firefighting installations needs to be relaxed /
waived off

a. As the monthly fixed chargers are huge and dividing the same
among the residents are burden to the residents.



b. And the firefighting equipment’s are being rarely (Only for the
testing purpose as per the industry protocol) used or it never been
used.

3. Not to count the connected load of the firefighting equipment’s against
the sanctioned load of the installation.

With the above narration, Managing Director, BESCOM opened the
discussion among the members of the meeting to comment on above concerns:

The following were deliberated among the members of the meeting for taking
further decision on this matter:

The Chief Engineer, North zone, BESCOM and Executive Engineers of
0& M divisions, BESCOM expressed that either the power supply to
the firefighting equipment’s are arranged on
independently/exclusively or power supply to the firefighting
equipment’s are arranged along with other common area purposes,
the installed capacity/rated capacity of the firefighting equipment’s
are being accounted for the purpose of calculating the connected load
of the installations and it is ensured that the same is sanctioned and
entered into the power supply agreement. However, there may be a
chance of having more connected load of the firefighting equipment’s
installation than the sanctioned load in the field, in reference with the
following Circular,

Circular No.: CYS-80, dt: 26.11.2010 issued from GM — Commercial
and amendment to the above circular: CYS-97- dt 22.12.2010, issued
from GM - Commercial.

“The above circular, clarifies that, the connected load of the
firefighting equipment’s need not be accounted against the
sanctioned load of the installation while carrying out inspection
of the installation, and short claim / BBC need not be done for
any such excess connected load, as the firefighting equipment’s
are being used rarely (Only for the testing purpose as per the
industry protocol) or it never been used”.

And further, CEE, BMAZ North Zone has suggested to withdraw the above
circular and amendment, as it creates ambiguity among the stake holders
inorder to maintain the count of connected load in respect with sanctioned load
and the circular and its amendment is not complying the CoS clause No:
42.01(I) Note(b) which says ‘

“ If the MD recorded is less than the sanctioned load, but if it is found
during inspection that the Consumer has connected excess load over
the sanctioned load, the penal charges for such excess connected
load shall be payable by the Consumer for that month and up to
removal or regularization of excess load”, =



Inorder to ensure the purpose and intention of regulation and with opinion
of members of meeting, it is to be concluded that, the connected load of the
firefighting equipment installation which are serviced either
individually/exclusively or combined with common area purposes/availed
along with bulk power supply, the sanctioned load of the installation shall be
accounted along with the connected load of the firefighting equipment.

Thus, the said circular and its amendment needs to be withdrawn, and
action needs to be initiated for the same. And further, it is instructed to all the
field officers, that the withdrawal of circular and its amendment shall be
effected prospectively. No BBC/short claim shall be done against such
installations which were serviced during the effective period of above circular
